• Accommodation: Anabezi Camp 

• Flight: Charter flight from South Luangwa to Lower Zambezi (approx. 1 hour 

45 minutes) 

• Description: Depart South Luangwa for a flight to Lower Zambezi National 

Park, an area known for its stunning landscapes and abundant wildlife along 

the Zambezi River. Settle into Anabezi Camp, a luxury lodge offering 

expansive views over the river and floodplains. In the late afternoon, enjoy a 



game drive or river cruise, observing elephants, hippos, and prolific birdlife 

along the water’s edge.
